
LWV SC March 25, 2014 Meeting Minutes

We did not have a quorum for the March 25th SC Meeting and accordingly no decisions were made.  The only other SC member attending was Leslie Kennedy.

REPORTS ON RECENT EVENTS
A.  March 8th League Leader’s Lunch - Jean reported that the event was very well attended.  The focus of the meeting was the various form of governance local Leagues were utilizing.  Jean and Gloria reported on our Steering Committee concept which ended up not being so unusual.  There was also an excellent Citizens United pre-packaged presentation made that we could consider for our 2014 - 2015 proposed programming.

B. Leslie reported that the Membership Subgroup had met.  Her first priority is to generate a list of those who donated $100 so that these individuals can be thanked.  Her second priority is to use the remaining three gift memberships this year.  She also noted that the gift membership to an attendee at the Chinese School voter registration drive has not yet been returned.

C. The report on the Chinese School voter registration drive was deferred.

D. Marilyn reported on the March 13th Gypsy social event.  It was well attended and fun social gathering.  She recommended doing it again.

E. Nancy’s report on the March 16th Candidate Forum was deferred.

F. Leslie reported on the March 19th Trivia Bee.  It was alot of fun.  Pictures have already been shared on LWVW FB page.  Leslie recommended doing it again for the social aspect as well as supporting other local organizations in town.  If the SC agrees, next year’s budget needs to include $300 for this event.

UPCOMING EVENTS

A.  Marilyn reported on outstanding action items for the March 26th Hot Topic/Educational Forum, especially help with the membership table.  She will reach out again to SC members tonight.  The protocol for responding to 3rd parties was deferred until our April meeting.

B. The March 26th Day on the Hill has been cancelled.  Leagues are encouraged to meet independently with their State legislatures.

C. The National Committee on Voting Rights Hearing will be held at Suffolk University on March 31st from 10 AM - 4 PM. See March 2014 League Leader Update for details.

FUTURE EVENTS

A.  The April 8th Spring Book read, Lean In, is a go!  Publicity to membership is needed and Leslie agreed to follow up with Maryann.  Also, Rosemary will lead the discussion.

B. Marilyn will attend the May 10th LWVMA Council at Framingham State.

C. Jean reported on plans to date for June 12th Annual Meeting.  She provided a handout capturing all of the by-law requirements, such as proposed program, slate, budget, by-law changes and the related timeframes.  Marilyn briefly described the interactive “membership” activity that could be conducted during the Annual Meeting and Jean agreed to invite her to the next meeting to discuss this idea more fully.  Our civic leadership award must be decided ASAP.  Jean agreed to disseminate the four names suggested thus far and to call a special meeting on April 15th to decide on the recipient.

D. Smart Growth Hot Topic that Nancy, Jean and Anne are interested in can also be captured in our 2014 - 2015 proposed programming.

E. Spring time cap and gown WHS voter registration drive was deferred until our next meeting.  Rosemary and Marilyn are interested in pursuing high school voter registration drives in the fall for the Governor’s race in Winchester and possibly one or two other surrounding towns.

F. The next LWVMA Scharfman Grant application is due June 2, 2014.  Based on the last four recipients, this could be something worth pursuing by MaryAnn.  See March 2014 League Leader Update for details.  Marilyn also indicated that the due date for the Winchester Unitarian Church is rapidly approaching (April 1), however, she wasn’t certain she would be able to get to it this year.  The Hot Topic/Educational Forum would be particularly interesting to the church Committee that considers grant applications due to its social justice aspect.

G. LWVMA Mother’s Day Card will be advertised on our website.  In the future, this could be an area to explore for a more local fundraiser.

H. It was determined that LWVW did not have a 50 Year Member for a LWVUS Certificate.

I. Maryann’s Town Hall watercolor was enthusiastically endorsed for Town Day notecard purchase, if Maryann was willing to pursue.  

NEW BUSINESS

A.  Juanita will be asked to access for our April meeting the anticipated balance for the year as adjusted for PMP payments.  It was deemed worthwhile, if adequate funds were available augmented with some of our reserves, to send someone to the LWVUS National Conference.  This delegate opportunity would be available to either a SC or Communications Committee member.
